As you can see from the example picture, there could be a lot of options! Basic levels (Snowplow Sam 

through Basic 6) can compete in Elements (no music) and/or Program (with music). Free Skate levels can 

compete in Compulsories (no music) and/or Program (with music). Click  and  

when done. 

• There are also showcase, light entertainment, etc that do not count towards season points, but 

are fun to participate in.
